
   

 

 

The  PC  series  subminiature  circular  electrical  connectors  are  used  to  connect circuits  in  radio
and  electrical  equipment.  The  cable  plug  is  connected  to  the socket  fixed  to  the  device  via  a
threaded  connection  nut.  The  two  devices  can also  be  directly  connected  (mated)  through
plugs  and  sockets  installed  on  each device.
Subminiature  circular  electrical  connectors  are  available  in  both  sealed  and  unsealed
versions, and  both  the  plug  and  the  socket  can  be  equipped  with  tail  accessories.  The
socket is  equipped  with  pins,  while  the  plug  is  equipped  with holes.
